The Plat Committee reviewed the filing information and findings of fact and ruling document for this CAFO, and found the petition need this additional information.

1. FLOOD: The location of the proposed Dry Cow barn & Stall Barns is located in SFHA Zone “A” according to the FIRM MAP.  The Plat Committee determined that the BFE should be determined by a licensed surveyor.  If the need for compensating fill, special structure flood proofing requirements, and/or a LOMA filing is required by the Floodplain Management Article of the Wells County Zoning Ordinance the subsequent data showing conformance shall be added to the drawing.
2. POINTS: The following points were determined to be applicable at the Plat Committee meeting.


A. 35 Points for additional separation between the CAFO and any church or school.

B. 66 Points for additional separation between the CAFO and the closest residence not     located on the property.

C. 25 Points for additional separation between the CAFO and the closest public use area.

D. 30 Points for Liquid Manure Injection.


E. 25 Points for a Truck Turnaround on the site.


F. 20 Points for a watering and feeding system the significantly reduces water usage. 

                (this is pending review of data from the petitioner)

G. 15 Points for an increase in the property tax base in the county.

     (this is pending review of data from the petitioner)


H. 10 Points for an IDEM approved closure plan.

(If the data proves “F” and “G” listed above the petition would have 226 points)
3. TILE: The Plat Committee asked that the location of the existing tiles along the road and through the center of the property would be shown on the drawing.  The request also included the plan for any rerouting of those existing tiles to be shown on the drawing.  

4. HIGHWAY DEPARTMENT: The Plat Committee was asked by the Wells County Highway Department to determine the route for construction traffic for the CAFO site.  Preliminary information was given by the owner saying that they would most likely come from SR 18 up Country Road 700 W for just about ½ a mile and then turn into the site.  The question about the lack of drive culverts and the road side swale was answered by testimony stating that there is tile with riser servicing the drive entrances that runs parallel with the road.
