Division of a Minor Subdivision

The Plat Committee reviewed the filing information and findings of fact and ruling document for the Division of a Minor Subdivision, and found the petition to be in conformance with the Wells County Zoning and Subdivision Control Ordinance.   The Plat Committee Okayed the petition to go to the Area Plan Commission’s July 1, 2010 regular meeting for approval.

Discussion: 


6567 S 100 E (Concert Venue) Teresa Bernes (Noise Issue) The Plat Committee listened to Teresa Bernes’ issue involving running a local concert venue out of the their Barn.  The Plat Committee decided that there was nothing official the Plan Commission can do to improve the issue, but did discus some possible helpful tips. 1. Utilize Bluffton’s 11:00 pm “Noise Ordinance Ban” as a rule of thumb for when to turn it down and close the barn doors.  2. Call the sheriff’s department prior to having an event.  3. Hire a sheriff reserve deputy to alleviate any concerns about disorderly conduct on the property.
Jason Williams (Pond) @ 3595 E 800 S – Letter sent and discussion with Jason states that they will be moving in the toe of slope this summer.  Also the 50’ from water’s edge is ok after establishing the property line.  The Plat Committee was made aware of the plans to alleviate the violation during the summer months.

Mark A Christman (Pond) @ 2734 NW SR 116 – After reviewing the finished site they had moved the toe of slope closer to the property line then when they came to get the pond approved.  The Plat Committee discussed the issue of the pond toe of slope setbacks that were amended after getting the approval for the pond that was already started.  A letter will be sent out and phone call made to the landowner as the next step.

Rockford Quarry Email: The Plat Committee discussed the email that was sent out talking about where to have the meeting and what topics will be discussed.  The Plat Committee stated that the subject should be discussed at the next regular Plan Commission Meeting.  This would be just over a year from the original petition date for the rezoning.  The meeting will be strictly limited to the concrete plants viability as a permanent part of the quarry.
