Discussion: The Plat Committee discussed an issue about a primary parcel sale.  A citizen had approached Michael Lautzenheiser Jr. with this question.  Is it a Minor Subdivision when you are selling the entire Primary Parcel?  The situation presented shows the Plat Book with 120 acres but the citizen wants to sell 60 acres of the 120 acres.  There are four primary parcels shown in the deed as recorded January 1, 1971.  The 60 acres is made of two primary parcels.  The sale would only break the property apart along existing primary parcel legal descriptions.  The Plat Committee found this to be ok after hearing that Michael Lautzenheiser Jr. and the Plan Commission’s Attorney discussed the matter and agreed with their opinion.
The Plat Committee also discussed a proposed pond set back variance request.  The committee members discussed its merit and found it to similar to other variance requests.
