Discussion: 

Alan M. Lance (1189 W 600 N – Uniondale): The Plat Committee discussed the accusation of operating a junk yard in the B-3 zoning district with Mr. Lance.  The Plat Committee has found the accusations made by a citizen of Wells County do not create an ordinance violation due to the use and zoning of the property.  The Plat Committee did give Mr. Lance pointers about how to shield the merchandise on the property.  Both the Plat Committee and Mr. Lance agreed that moving the two vehicles that are project cars away from the front of the property and placing a perimeter fence to shield the view of the property would alleviate a good portion of the concerns about the property.  A ninety day time period was given to Mr. Lance to substantially complete the above suggestions.  At that time the property condition will be reassessed.  
Small Wind:  Tad Flaugh from Solar Wind Energy Corp. came to determine the next step for a proposed small WECS project.  During the meeting Mr. Flaugh also gave insight on possible ordinance changes to better qualify differences between Wind Types.  Steuben County’s ordinance was given to the Plat Committee for reference during the discussion.  It was determined for the proposed Small WECS site that Mike Lautzenheiser Jr. would review the issues and give advice to the petitioner and Mr. Flaugh within two weeks about how to file this project.  Further conversation will occur on the topic of possible ordinance amendments.
